John Guiheen / NHEC Proposed Land Swap / Annexation - discussion

A lot line adjustment application was received from David M Dolan, authorized agent for John Guiheen, for a Lot Line Adjustment in order to have driveway access directly to Potters Road. A letter from Mr. Dolan was also received titled Waiver Requests. This letter stated “A trucking company operating from the Guiheen property operating on premises”.  A recently issued driveway permit also indicates “a trucking company and equipment sale” operating on premises.  The board voted unanimously that Mr. Guiheen would need to apply for and be granted by the appropriate boards the required Special Exceptions and Site Plan approvals prior to the board taking any action on the application presented for “lot line adjustment”.  Mr. Guiheen would need a special exception under Section D1 of the Zoning Ordinance in order to operate a business in the Agricultural / Residential District. If the Special Exception is granted by the Zoning Board of Adjustment, a Site Plan Approval is required from the Planning Board prior to a business operating on the premises. 
 
Non-Binding Consultation – Proctor Academy completeness determination Site Plan Review for a new dining facility

Mr. Stack presented letters from the Andover Fire Department regarding fire truck access and the Andover Village District regarding work on the water mains and fire hydrants.  A hydrant was added to the Utility Plan. A copy of a completed lot merger document was presented.  The Board will need an original with signatures and Notary seal before the Town can register the document at the Merrimack Registry of Deeds. Mr. Stack will obtain an original
A note was added to the plan regarding the proposed geo-thermal well locations. A revised area note regarding the total lot area being approximately 920 acres and the tax map and lot numbers were also added. The repurposing of the old dining facility was added to the plan. The Site Plan Review application was reviewed for completeness.  Warzocha made a motion to deem the application complete.  Moyer seconded the motion and the board voted unanimously in favor of deeming the application complete.  A public hearing is scheduled for 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday May 12, 2015.


Zoning Ordinance Amendments

The board reviewed and revised the wording for warrant articles for each proposed amendment.  Public hearings dates were discussed and notices will go out with the June tax bills.

There being no further discussion, the meeting was adjourned at 9:00 p.m.
