July 14, 2015

Zoning Administrator / Update from Selectboard

1. Presented a draft letter going to Mr. Jackman at the former Patten Garage. Dave will distribute an electronic copy to the board members for their mark-up.
2. Dave continues to work on the list of businesses in town for the boards’ review, as they relate to the Zoning Ordinance.
3. A complaint of noise from gunfire and fireworks was received for property on Pinewood Lane. The board decided that zoning regulations do not deal with non-commercial recreational firearm use at private residences.
 
Public Hearing:  Mark Thompson for an annexation for property on Morrill Hill Road

The board reviewed the application for completeness and Currier opened the public hearing at 7:30 p.m. It was determined that there are several items not included on the plan; therefore, the board cannot deem it complete, so the public hearing cannot be held at this meeting and must be continued.  The applicant and his agent were advised that the items missing in the application are I.A.5 – complete boundaries and area of entire parcel; VII.3 – most recent deed(s) to the property.  The board agreed to waive the requirement for a complete boundary survey, if a plan showing the approximate boundaries is submitted. Currier stated that he has a concern with enlarging an existing non-conforming lot to a larger non-conforming lot. He questioned if the annexation can be done so the lot becomes conforming. The public hearing has been continued to 7:30 p.m. on August 11, 2015.  There will be a non-binding consultation for application completeness and on the subject of creating a conforming lot on July 28, 2015.

Proposed Zoning Ordinance Amendments

Maryann Broshek has contacted Currier to request a public information session just prior to town meeting to go over the proposed changes as they will not be discussed at town meeting.

Non-Binding Consultation:  Elwin Barton regarding property on Potters Road

Mr. Barton explained that he has an interested buyer for his property on Potters Road; however, he needed to know the process for an excavation permit and the possibility of acquiring one.  Currier explained that they would have to go through the Site Plan Review process.  A non-binding consultation is scheduled for July 28, 2015 at 8:00 p.m.

Work on Zoning Ordinance Amendments – Proposed Business District boundaries

Currier presented a plan with revised boundaries for the proposed Business District.

Additional items for consideration

1. Lenny Caron discussed his pit on Bridge Road indicating that he would like to be able to remove landscaping material from his property; however, there is a load limit on the covered bridge. He would limit load sizes to under the bridge 6-ton load limit. He currently has a Special Exception from the Andover Zoning Board of Adjustment and a State approved pit agreement for sale of road sand to Wilmot.  An RSA 155-E Excavation Permit and a Site Plan Review is needed from the Planning Board in order to operate the pit.  A non-binding consultation will be scheduled for eh next Planning Board meeting to further discuss the proposal.
2. Board members will be meeting with Ragged Mountain Fish & Game Club representatives to discuss potential changed with the Zoning Ordinance.  Board members will meet at town office prior to meeting with Ragged Mountain representatives.

There being no further discussion, the meeting was adjourned at 9:15 p.m.
