Public Hearing:  Mark Thompson for a subdivision / annexation for property on Morrill Hill Road

The public hearing was reconvened at 7:30 p.m. A lot size waiver request was presented. Guptill stated that he resides in the Agricultural / Residential District and has no more than 1.30 acres and that the US Department of Agricultural states that two (2) acres is too large for a subsidized mortgage and the board may want to consider revising their requirements. There being no further discussion, the public hearing was closed at 7:35 p.m. Urie made a motion to grant the waiver, Phelps seconded the motion and the board voted unanimously in favor of granting the waiver. Urie made a motion to approve the subdivision / annexation as presented. Phelps seconded the motion and the board voted unanimously in favor of approving the application as presented.

Preliminary Consultation:  Brian Signor for a proposed auto repair shop in Cilleyville

Signer presented a site plan review application for a proposed auto repair shop at 14 Johnson Lane utilizing building 3 and a home office at his property at 44 Franklin Highway.  The proposal is to have parking for three (3) cars at his home and five (5) at the repair shop. Parking plans for Johnson Lane were also included with the application.  Vehicles will not be at the home any longer than twenty-four (24) hours – just long enough for drop off and pick-up. As Johnson Lane is a Class V road, there was concern regarding parking spaces being in the town right-of-way. Brian will relocate the three parking spaces to the other side of the building on Johnson Lane. In reviewing the application, the board advised that hours of operation are needed along with an explanation of the home office. The board also advised he should present written request for waivers of map to scale; boundary of parcel as the board will accept the tax map; shape size, height, etc.; vicinity sketch as the board will accept the town tax map. Use of the abutting properties need to be identified along with traffic flow.  The board will do a final completeness review of the application at the September 8, 2015 meeting. 

Non-Binding Consultation:  Elwin Barton regarding property on Potters Road

Mr. Barton asked the board if he needed a permit to level the property and stockpile material. The board indicated it was okay; however, if he was to sell any material, permits would be necessary.

Non-binding consultation:  Proctor Academy for a new dorm at 246 Main Street

Mr. Stack presented a plan for a 10-student dorm building with a single faculty apartment with a square footage of 2800. The plan indicated a 16’ separation between the proposed building and the existing building with 2 parking spaces. Test pits have been done for an onsite leach field.  A signed well release easement will be received from the neighbor for an on-site enviro-septic. Electric, telephone and data will be tied into the corner of the fieldhouse. An amendment to the Alteration of Terrain Permit is needed and the DES stormwater permit will need to be updated.  A state approved septic design will also be needed.  Teach stated she has concerns with the distance between the two buildings. A fire=proof wall is needed on the new building. It was asked why the two buildings could not be connected and the response was that it would kick off some code issues with the existing building.  Doug Phelps and Art Urie have agreed to be contact persons to review the application for preliminary completeness.  The board will review the application for completeness on Tuesday September 8, 2015 and a public hearing is scheduled for 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday September 8, 2015. 

Conservation Commission
1. Tina Cotton stated that a Natural Resources Inventory List was created as part of the Master Plan and she would like the board to review the Inventory as she feels it can help the board making some of their decisions. A video presentation is scheduled for the September 22, 2015 meeting.
2. MaryAnn Broshek indicated she has a concern with balancing the proposed Business District with the wetlands area (Bog Pond) and that the state guidelines indicate that any development in prime wetland areas need a special public hearing in Concord.  Broshek asked if there was a possibility of a conservation easement between Bellettetes and the town in order to protect the area to the rear of the proposed Business District. The consensus was that an easement is a good idea for the area but the area for the easement needs to be defined.  The board would like to conduct a site visit to review the possible wetland boundary.  Mary Ann has documented the meeting in a separate email to be forwarded for inclusion with the minutes.

Additional Items for Consideration

1. Len Caron presented several photos of his property and would like to sell and haul landscaping materials from his proposed excavation operation that would not exceed the 6 ton load limit on the Keniston Bridge on Bridge Road.  Currier advised a Site Plan Review is necessary for any excavation operations, including sale of highway maintenance materials to Wilmot.  An excavation permit is also necessary for sale of excavation materials to anyone other than the Town of Wilmot.

There being no further discussion, the meeting was adjourned at 9:35 p.m.
